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NG24 Reports: "Statement Following Community Engagement at Mocha, East Bank Demerara

Mr. Mohamed and other WIN Members of Parliament today visited Mocha, East Bank Demerara. The
squatting area has approximately three hundred and seventy-five (375) households, and these are the
concerns affecting the residents:

- Residents indicated that they are currently squatting and are hoping that the government will deal
with them fairly in any relocation process, including being given first preference to purchase lands.

- It was noted that relocation is necessary due to the presence of a GPL transmission line across the
area, which poses a safety hazard, a resident complained that government wants to give them $71k
for relocation, that is a pittance for someone that lived there for 4 decades.

- Residents stated that the internal roads within the community have been in a deplorable condition
for approximately thirty (30) years.

- It was reported that the community ground has not been utilized for several years due to its current
condition.

- Concerns were also raised about a leaking pipe installed just outside the ballfield, which has been
affecting water pressure in the area. The pipe has been leaking since its installation; despite numerous
complaints, no action has been taken.

Residents expressed their willingness to cooperate and are seeking a fair and supportive approach
moving forward.
